In accordance with the provisions of the Cooperation Agreement between ECOWAS, UEMOA 

and CILSS in the field of pesticides, the West African Pesticides Registration Committee 

(WAPRC) is the regional body responsible for implementing Regulation C/REG .3 /05/2008 

on behalf of the three above-mentioned Institutions 

 

The Sahel Institute is a specialized institution of the permanent Interstate Committee for 

Drought Control in the Sahel (CILSS). It is located in Bamako, Mali Republic. 

 

For the operation of the West African Pesticides Registration Committee (WAPRC), CILSS is 

seeking for qualified candidates to fill three (3) positions of Specialist for the pre-assessment 

of application for WAPRC. 

 

1.    JOB POSITION TITLE 

Specialist for the pre-assessment of application for WAPRC approval/ 

 

2.     DUTY STATION 

Sahel Institute (INSAH) – Bamako, Mali. 

 

3.     OBJECTIVE 

The objective of the position is to effectively pre-evaluate the application seeking WAPRC 

approval and ensure their management in the WAPRC's pesticide database. 

 

4. ROLE AND RESPONSABILITIES  

(1) To carry out the verification of the technical conformity of the dossier/files or request that 

seeking approval (new requests and complementary information) through the verification of the 



 

requirements relating to the physico-chemistry, analytical, toxicology, eco-toxicology, 

residues, biological efficiency, packing and label template; 

(2) To perform scientific pre-assessment of pesticide application files for the sessions of the 

WAPRC; 

(3) To contribute to the production and updating of pesticide management tools in the Member 

States; 

(4) To contribute to the updating of the database on pesticides; 

(5) To prepare data sheets and summaries containing key information for each pesticide with a 

Provisional Marketing Authorization or WAPRC Approval; 

(6) To perform other duties as appropriate. 

 

5.    QUALIFICATIONS, EXPERIENCE AND KEY COMPETENCIES 

 Hold a degree in engineering, DEA or MSc or PhD degree in at least one of the 

following disciplines: chemistry, agronomy, plant protection, environmental sciences, 

toxicology, ecotoxicology; 

 Have at least 5 years of experience related to the use or management of pesticides in a 

research facility, plant protection service or laboratory in the Sahel and West Africa; 

 Have good computer skills (databases, word processing, spreadsheets, etc.); 

 Have good knowledge of pesticide registration and regulation would be an asset; 

 Being able to work effectively in both English and French would also be an asset; 

 Have knowledge of regional and international institutions in the field; 

 Be willing to carry out missions at regional and international level 

 

6. HOW TO APPLY ? 

The application file should include the following: 

A cover letter ; 

An updated Curriculum Vitae and certified sincere by the candidate; 

- A birth certificate : the candidate must be less than 50 years old when first recruited to 

CILSS; 

- A certified copy of the titles, diplomas and certificates of qualifications; 

- Copies of work certificates attestations; 

- An extract from the criminal record dating less than three months; 

 



 

- A copy of the certificate of nationality or any other document justifying nationality: 

the candidate must have the nationality of a member state of CILSS, UEMOA or 

ECOWAS; 

- The addresses of three (3) reference persons.
